              LEGISLATIVE POSITION
· Kansans with developmental disabilities, including those with the most severe developmental disabilities, are capable of achieving independence, productivity, integration, and inclusion into the community.  The provision of education, supports, services, and other assistance can improve their access to independence, employment, productivity, integration and inclusion.
· Kansans with developmental disabilities and their families are the primary decision-makers regarding the supports and services they need and should play decision-making roles in politics and programs that affect their lives.
· Kansans with developmental disabilities and their families have competencies, capabilities, choices, and personal goals that should be recognized, supported, and encouraged.
· Supporters, services and other assistance are provided in a manner that demonstrates respect for an individual’s dignity, personal preferences, and cultural differences.
· Communities that accept and support people with developmental disabilities are enriched by their full and active participation, and the contributions of their families.
· Kansans with developmental disabilities and their families should have choices, opportunities, and the necessary support to be included in community life, have interdependent relationships, live in homes and communities, and make contributions to their communities and the state of Kansas.
            LEGISLATIVE PRIORITIES
System Restructuring:  The Kansas Council on Developmental Disabilities (KCDD) supports choice and control for all consumers.
· With KanCare, either “carve out” DD services (preferred) or incentivized the Developmental Disability services in a manner to ensure continued optimal care for people with developmental disabilities.
· Close the two state Developmental Disabilities facilities and provide adequate community based services and supports, including medical, dental, social and quality assurance programs.  All Developmental Disability (DD) funding must stay in the DD system.
· Reauthorize the Federal Developmental Disabilities Bill of Rights and Assistance act as proposed by the National Association of Councils on Developmental Disabilities, which affects Kansas programs.
· Pass a Seclusion and Restraint Bill similar to the Bill from the 2010 Congress or the 2005 Kansas Legislature to prevent schools from harming students with disabilities.
· Increase rates for DD Direct Support Professionals to ensure consumers and family members are able to hire and retain adequate employees.

Provide Adequate Funding of Programs that promote, protect, and preserve independence, productivity and integration.
· No Reduction in DD Services whether by reductions in funding, changes in eligibility requirements, or by any other means.

· Eliminate the DD Waiting List for both the un-served and under-served.

· Support “Employment First” strategies and policies that result in competitive employment for individuals with disabilities.

The Kansas Council on Developmental Disabilities (KCDD) will evaluate all legislative activity that affects Kansans with developmental disabilities based on the Federal Law under which it operates (Public Law 106-402) and the position and priorities listed .
